Junior Challenges
Two Junior Challenges are planned for the Taranaki Quilt Festival to be held from
They are
1) Repurposed Bag Challenge.
· Make any bag from repurposed items – vintage material, old quilts, sheets, jeans etc.
· Can not be made from scraps.
· The only part of the bag that can be new is the batting/wadding, if you wish, else you could use towels or blankets.
To exhibit
· A label needs to be attached on the inner lining of your bag. Title or name of the bag, Maker’s name, Makers Phone number.
· Must be put inside a cloth bag with a duplicate label on the bag

2) A quilt. 
· Size - Not bigger than 1 meter by 1 meter 
· Must be 3 Layers, a top, wadding or batting, and a backing, stitched or tied together.
· Must be constructed by an individual
To exhibit
· The hook (rough) side of a piece of Velcro must be securely sewn to the top of your quilt ¼ inch from the top on the back. Press the soft side of the Velcro onto the hooks side – label with makers name and title of the quilt.
· A fabric label with makers name, address phone number and school are to be sewn to the bottom left-hand corner at the back.
· Must be put inside cloth bag with a duplicate label on the bag.
Guidelines
· Juniors need to be 18 years of age or under
· No entry fee
· Juniors do not have to belong to Taranaki Patchworkers and Quilters
· Entries will be shown together in a junior section.

Quilt preparation for hanging
· Velcro Hanging requirement Attach HOOK (rough) side of the Velcro to the quilt
· WRITE your name and quilt title on the reverse side of the Velcro and attach it to the hanging Velcro strip for safety.
· ALL ENTRIES must be labelled.  The label must be attached to the bottom left corner of the quilt when viewed from the back of the quilt.  The label must contain: Quilt Title, Quilt Size, Maker’s name, address and phone number.
· Bags must have a label as above on the inner lining of the bag and entered in a cloth bag – to protect other entries.
· ALL ENTRIES: Must be enclosed in a cloth bag, which is also labelled with the same information as on the quilt or article for display.
